DIV. 8 RULES:
a.	 Entry fee is $6/entry. 
b.	 Horses that qualify to enter this show are:

•	 “A” Size Miniatures – 34” or less from last hair on mane
•	 “B” Size Miniatures – over 34” to 38” from last hair on mane
•	 “C” Size Ponies – over 38” to 44” measured from the wither

c.	 Due to limited stall space, only two (2) entries from the same 
owner or handler may enter the same class.  

d.	 Safety is our priority – helmets and headers for driving and 

helmets for performance classes are mandatory for all youth.
e.	 Both the Judge and/or Ring Stewards have the right to stop a 

class for safety reasons and excuse from that class any horse, 
handler, or driver who risks the safety of other participants.

f.	 Novice Driving (class 22) is open to any miniature or driver 
who, due to lack of experience by either horse or the driver 
and for the safety of others, should be in this class.  There is 
NO cross entry into any other driving class.

g.	 You are encouraged to bring your horses in on the Friday and 
Saturday so there will be some miniature horses on display 
for fair visitors to see prior to the show on Sunday. 

h.	 Stabling is free; stalls MUST be clean when you leave.
i.	 Competitors from the Mainland will be excused at 3pm on the 

Sunday to allow for ferry travel. 
j.	 All other competitors will be excused at 4pm.
k.	 Exhibitor’s Pass: exhibitors may purchase a 3-day pass for 

$20.  Limit: 1 per exhibitor.
